Action 1:    
RP attended Melton and Belvoir and DSAT Network Meetings – these meetings are valuable for CPD and provide opportunities for children to enter a range of sporting competitions, events and festivals applicable to pupils of all abilities along with useful CDP training:
Over the last year we took part in 14 Inter School Competitions and a number of virtual, intra school competitions and festival events.  94.6% of children across the school took part in either a virtual, intra or inter sports competition during 2021-22 in at least one competition.  97.8% KS1 and 98.8% KS2.  All pupils were involved in the annual sports day. 
We didn’t use bus transport this year due to the expense of hiring a coach.  We had to rely on staff and parents to support with transporting to the different venues.

Some of our competitive successes include:  
· Our year 5/6 basketball team made the finals – finishing 4th in the finals. 
· Year 1/2 Gymnastics team came 2nd,  year 3/4 finishing 3rd and finally the year 5/6 team finishing 2nd with an individual 2nd for one of the girls in year 6.  
· 5 pupils qualified for the X Country Leicestershire and Rutland finals and all ran well with our top runner finishing in 16th position.  
· Dance competition – year 3’s came in 3rd position.

· Cricket Competition – 3rd position. 

Although it was good to get back to face to face competitions – many competitions and events were cancelled either due to issues linked to the recent pandemic/local outbreaks or severe weather conditions.  Next year, we aim to and get back to a normal level of competition and increase the level of participation in events and festivals (especially the inclusive events) and increase the level of virtual and intra level competitions within the school.
