Evaluation: 
Action 1/2/3:   As part of the Melton and Belvoir Partnership package – Sports crew leaders were trained by Claire Marlow to support active play and lunch time activities. With the support of our Sports Coach and play/lunchtime staff, children were more engaged and active.  A variety of active play equipment was always available (which was regularly changed) in zoned areas which the children have enjoyed using.  This encouraged more children to engage in physical exercise. The new playtime/lunch equipment shed that was purchased allowed equipment to be stored and accessed easily as well as keeping it safe.  Lunchtime sports clubs were set up and have been well attended.  Clubs offered were changed half termly to provide a greater variety of different activities/sports and allow children to choose different clubs each half term.  Lunch clubs allowed us to target and encourage children which were less engaged in physical activity.    
The playground was painted at the start of the summer term with fitness trails, target games, basketball and netball courts, dance circles and more traditional hopscotch style activities.  The children have really enjoyed using these and have increased activity levels.  Hopscotch and Phonics game paintings can be utilised by classes to do some outside active learning, encouraging active outside learning.      
 Action 4:  Active play equipment and a new outdoor climbing and balance set up for the EYFS outdoor space was completed during the summer (2022). The trim trail and climbing frame area were fully installed and children have been enjoying it.  New play equipment was purchased throughout the year and is being used well.  
Action 5:  As part of the Melton and Belvoir Partnership – Balance Bike training was undertaken by the EYFS children – developing core strength, coordination, balance and gross motor skills at the same time as promoting activity from when children start school.  
 Action 6: Children have participated in the WOW Daily Travel Tracker initiative.  This has encouraged pupils and their families to travel to school actively. Action 1:  The Inclusive Road Show was a success,  we targeted year 1, 2 and 3 (classes with high numbers of SEND children) It provided teaching and support staff essential CPD -  supporting how activities can be adapted for all to access.   Our sports coach and support staff have also worked alongside professional coaches in a variety of different sports to not only provide excellent CPD for our sports coach/staff but also supported the development of the children’s skills at the same time.  PE lead has attended training session e.g. Indoor bowls to help promote different sports to our young children and again to provide opportunities outside the school day.                                          

Action 2:  PE lead and sports coach have met weekly.  New Scheme of work continues to work well.  Teachers have been teaching one out of the two PE lessons, they have used the new scheme and have been able to use the planning and assessment tools to teach PE lessons with confidence and even less experienced/confident staff felt the scheme was easy to use and noted that children enjoyed it.  The schemes linked tracker tools have also been useful to track the less engaged and less able pupils and because of this we have been able to set up targeted clubs and interventions. 

Action 3:  We have utilised specific skills of staff to run lunchtime Netball (KS2) and after school Gymnastics (Gifted and Talented) free of charge. Sports coach runs after school clubs which have changed half/termly to allow a wide range of sports/activities to be offered and allow children attending to have a go at different activities.  We have also run after school clubs specifically targeted at less engaged/active children which enabled pupils to try several different activities such as fencing, karate, yoga and archery etc which enabled some children the opportunity to try new activities that they wouldn’t have had the chance to otherwise. Action 1:   Work-it-weekly club allowed SEND and less engaged children to experience new activities such as fencing, golf, bowling, Karate, cricket yoga etc as an after-school club free of charge. Increasing the opportunity for further local club links.  Change4Life club was a success – Year 3/4 SEND and less engaged children were given the opportunity to take part in lunch time activities free of charge.  Lunch and after school clubs were changed half termly with a variety of different activities offered.  We used Get Set 4 PE tracker to help identify the children to target where needed and individuals were encouraged to join lunchtime clubs on offer, if they were unable to attend an after school club.   As a result, 88.9% of KS2 children attended at least one extra-curricular sports club and 65.3% of KS1 children attending at least one extra-curricular sports club.

We have provided the children with lots of opportunities to try new activities this year.  We have had local clubs come in and provide karate, golf, bowling and loaned equipment to be able to run archery and nerf target clubs. We have also purchase Boccia equipment which the children have enjoyed playing and some of our year 3/4 children competed in a New Age Kurling competition for the first time and the team made it to the County finals, placing 3rd in the final.
